Light
	Light appears to travel in straight lines. We can see a light source because some of the light from the source enters our eyes.
	Light travelling in straight lines can be used to explain why a shadow is the same shape as the object that casts it and how the shape of shadows can be changed.
	The shape of a shadow and the pattern to how shadows change size when the relative positions of the light, object and screen are changed, can be explained by light travelling in straight lines.
	Light is reflected from shiny surfaces in a predictable way because it travels in straight lines.

	We can see objects because they reflect some of the light that falls onto them into our eyes

	A variety of kingdoms developed in Africa over the last 6000 years.

The ancient Kingdom of Benin existed on the coast of West Africa from AD 900–1897.


	Common traits and motives of leaders and monarchs include accumulating wealth, spreading religious ideologies and acquiring land, power and status.


	Britain played a key role in the maafa, which is a term meaning the history and effects of the transatlantic slave trade.

The triangular slave trade consisted of three journeys:
	Enslaved people had poor living conditions and food supplies when working long hours on the plantations.


	Campaigns, rebellions, protests and petitions, held over a period of around 100 years, led to the eventual abolition of slavery.
